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Dear Friend, 
 
 Returning to familiar and beloved Scripture passages is like going home after a long, 
difficult journey. Through more than forty years of walking with God, I have often returned to the 
promises of God and found encouragement and a fresh supply of grace to minister to my 
needs. 

 
The Bible is filled with promises that sustained and transformed the lives of those who 

received and believed them. Abraham was strong in faith, fully persuaded that what God had 
promised, He was able to perform—and God kept His Word! David found solace in God’s 
promises, and determined to place his hopes and life into God’s hands—God never failed the 
shepherd-king.  

 
The promises of God are as real and powerful for His children today as they were 

thousands of years ago. This booklet contains fifty promises that have been particularly 
meaningful in my personal walk with the Lord. I have returned to these promises over and over 
again.  

 
In them, I have found stability in times of stress, comfort in times of loss, peace in times 

of doubt, and so much more. These promises have been a constant reminder of the heart and 
ways of the ultimate Promise Keeper.  

 
I pray that each of these promises will encourage you to live by faith, knowing that “He 

who promised is faithful…” (Hebrews 10:23b). 
 

Trusting Him,  
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God will always be our safe refuge  
 
 
The eternal God is your refuge, and underneath are the everlasting arms. 
Deuteronomy 33:26 
 
 
God is our refuge and strength, a very present help in trouble. . . .The Lord of hosts is with us; 
the God of Jacob is our refuge. 
Psalm 46:1, 7 (KJV) 
 
 
The name of the Lord is a strong tower; the righteous run to it and are safe. 
Proverbs 18:10 
 
 
The Lord is your keeper. . . .The Lord shall preserve you from all evil: he shall preserve your soul.
